For each root, suffix, or prefix, know the meaning, spelling, origin, and two words that are made from the affix. Be able to use the two words correctly in a sentence that proves to me that you know the meaning of the word.

Good – Since he cut his hair, the office requested a current photograph of him for their records. 

Each week you will receive ten new roots, prefixes, or suffixes. The tests will be every two weeks and cover the twenty new affixes plus ten from previous lists.
